REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL
TUESDAY, APRIL 8, 2014.
********************************************************                
A meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Plainview, Nebraska, was held at the Council Chambers in said City on the 8th day of April 2014 at 7:00 o’clock P.M.  Present were: Mayor: Baird; Council Members: Wilson, Grof, and Dummer.  

The Pledge of Allegiance was then recited.

Mayor Baird opened the meeting and announced to individuals in attendance that a full copy of the new Nebraska Open Meetings Act was posted on the east wall of the Council Chambers.

Notice of the meeting was given in advance thereof by Publication, a designated method for giving notice, as shown by the Affidavit of Publication attached to these minutes.  Notice of this meeting was given to the Mayor and all Members of the Council and a copy of their acknowledgment of receipt of notice and the agenda is attached to the minutes.  Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting.  All proceedings hereafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Nancy Ristow was present as Deputy Clerk.
Mike Holton was present as City Administrator.
Bruce Curtiss was present as City Attorney.

It was moved by Wilson, seconded by Dummer to approve the minutes of the regular meeting, Tuesday, March 11th, 2014.  Motion carried, 3-0.
Discussion was had on the claim from L.P. Gill and their rate increase which will take effect June 1, 2014.  Council requested that discussion/action on the City Transfer Station tipping fees be added to the May 2014 agenda.  It was moved by Dummer, seconded by Grof to allow all claims against the City.  Motion carried, 3-0.
Mayor Baird appointed Paula Hoffman to fill the vacant Council seat until December, 2014.  Motion was made my Wilson to accept the Mayor’s appointment.  Motion failed due to lack of second.

Police Chief Yosten presented the police report.  He presented information on the cost of two new radar units for the Police Department and informed the Council of a possible grant that could help with the cost.  Discussion was had on getting a portable speed sign and on unlicensed or inoperable vehicles.  Kevin Rasmussen was present and informed the Council that he had licensed all but two of his previously unlicensed vehicles.

Roger Synovec gave an Economic Development report.

Manor Administrator Juleen Johnson requested the release of funds from the Manor sales tax account to purchase a new call light system.  Motion was made by Grof, seconded by Dummer to approve the purchase.  Motion carried 3-0.
Mayor Baird opened bids for rental of the farm ground at the C & D site and at the old lagoon site.  Bids were received from Lyle Lingenfelter for $2610.00 for 18 acres at the old lagoon site and Tim Rasmussen for $135.00 per acre for a total of 2700.00 for 20 acres at the old lagoon site.  Rasmussen submitted the only bid of $125.00 per acre for a total of $1125.00 for the 9 acres at the C & D Site.  Motion was made by Grof, seconded by Wilson to accept Rasmussen’s bids for both sites.  Motion carried 3-0.
Motion was made by Grof, seconded by Dummer to approve the Special Designated Liquor License for D&K Lanes on June 6th.  Motion carried, 3-0.

Motion was made by Grof, seconded by Wilson to approve the Keno Community Day Bonus Jackpot for June 7, 2014 at D&K Lanes.

Motion was made by Grof, seconded by Wilson to approve the D’karbeque to be held July 26, 2014 at Chilvers Park with a Beer Garden on the tennis court.  On roll call vote the following voted Aye:  Grof and Wilson.  Abstain:  Dummer.

City Auditor Michael Pommer was present to review the 2012-2013 Audit.

At 8:00 p.m. Mayor Baird opened the public hearing to determine the sufficiency of any objections with respect to the creation of paving districts.  Present to object to paving in District 2014-1 were Terry James and Teresa Rosberg.  Written objections were received from Max and Laura Risinger on District 2014-2, Chris Ryan on District 2014-4, and Darrell Keck for District 2014-1.  At 8:42 p.m. motion was made by Grof, seconded by Dummer to close the public hearing.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Council Member Grof introduced the following resolution and moved for its adoption:
RESOLUTION #500
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PLAINVIEW, NEBRASKA, as follows:
1. That the Mayor and Council have heretofore created Street Improvement Districts Nos. 2014-1 to 2014-5 inclusive; that notice of said creation was published as required by law, which notice set this time and place for a hearing date to determine the sufficiency of written objections which have been filed.
2. That as of the date of the passage of the ordinance creating the Districts: a) the total front footage of property directly abutting upon the street or streets to be improved in the Districts is as follows:

3. That objections to District(s) No(s). ___________________ are sufficient and said District(s) are not hereby deemed not created; that the objections to District(s) No(s) 1,2,3,4, & 5 are insufficient, and all required facts and conditions exist for the creation of the Districts.
4. That the plans, specifications and estimates of cost of the engineers in connection with the construction of street improvements in Street Improvement Districts Nos. 2014-1 to 2014-5 inclusive, which have heretofore been filed with the Clerk be, and the same are, accepted and approved and the Clerk is instructed to cause notice to bidders to be published as required by law for receiving bids as soon as possible.
Council Member Dummer seconded the foregoing motion and on roll call on the passage and adoption of said resolution, the following voted Aye: Grof, Dummer and Wilson. Nay: None. Whereupon the Mayor declared said motion carried and said Resolution #500 is passed and adopted.

At 8:47 p.m. Mayor Baird opened the public hearing to approve a Class D Liquor License for Western Oil, Inc. (Roadrunner).  At 8:49 p.m. motion was made by Wilson, seconded by Grof to close the public hearing.  Motion carried 3-0.  Motion was made by Wilson, seconded by Dummer to approve the Class D Liquor License for Western Oil, Inc. (Roadrunner).  Motion carried, 3-0.

At 8:50 p.m. Mayor Baird opened the public hearing on the LB 840 Economic Development Plan.  At 9:12 p.m. motion was made by Grof, seconded by Dummer to close the public hearing.  

Council Member Grof introduced the following resolution and moved for its adoption, with revisions recommended by City Attorney Curtiss:

RESOLUTION #499

WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Council of the City of Plainview have decided it is in the best interest of the City of Plainview to create a LB840 Economic Development Program.
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PLAINVIEW, NEBRASKA, THAT:
1.
The Plainview LB840 Economic Development Program, as developed by the City Council, and in final form after public comment and discussion during a public hearing, as per the final draft dated April 8th, 2014 attached hereto and incorporated herein
by reference is hereby Adopted by the Plainview City Council;
2. The LB840 Economic Development Program shall be presented to the Voters of the City of Plainview for approval, at the General Election on November 4th 2014.
3. The "Ballot Question" to be used in the submission of the question to the Voters shall set out the following information concerning the terms, conditions, and goals of the economic development program, as well as the Question set out following the summary of information:
Terms, Conditions, and Goals of the City of Plainview LB840 Economic Development Program: The Term of Existence of the LB840 Economic Development Program shall be: so long as the City of Plainview collects Local Option Sales Tax dedicated to Economic Development; the funding of the program shall match that same time period. Funding shall be the revenue from the dedicated Economic Development Local Option Sales Tax of 1/3 (one third) of 1 % (one percent), which has already been approved by the Voters, as well as any funds that may be received from non-city sources (grants, etc.) that are dedicated to Economic Development. The total City funding shall equal the total collected from the dedicated Sales Tax. The City does not propose to issue Bonds to obtain additional funding. As NO property tax and NO other general revenue of the City is to be devoted to funding, the program funding will NOT increase property taxes.
The Ballot Question is: "Shall the City of Plainview establish an Economic Development Program as described here, by appropriating and applying to the same the local source of revenue from the dedicated Local Option Sales Tax of 1/3 of 1%, which tax is already in effect, having been previously approved and passed by the Voters, the Program to exist for so long as the City of Plainview collects dedicated sales tax for Economic Development?" _____________YES_____________NO.

Council Member Dummer seconded the foregoing motion and on roll call on the passage and adoption of said resolution, the following voted Aye: Grof, Dummer and Wilson. Nay: None. Whereupon the Mayor declared said motion carried and said Resolution #499 is passed and adopted.

A Keno Grant application was presented from the Plainview Ball Backers for $2,200.00. Motion was made by Grof, seconded by Wilson to approve the request from Plainview Ball Backers for $2200.00.  Motion carried, 3-0.

A Keno Grant application was presented from American Legion Post #148 for $5,000.00.  Motion was made by Dummer to approve the amount of $1,000.00.  Motion failed due to lack of second.  Motion was made by Wilson to approve the amount of $2,000.00.  Motion failed due to lack of second.

A Keno Grant application was presented from the Klown Doll Museum for $1,500.00.  No motion was made.
Discussion was had on the agreement with the Plainview Ball Backers.  City Administrator Holton will meet with Brian Ickler and City Attorney Curtiss to discuss changes and a revised agreement will be presented at the May regular Council meeting. 

Discussion was had on using remaining funds from the Hospital Sale to improve the ball fields.  Bids for the project were reviewed, and it was decided that Councilman Dummer will meet with City Administrator Holton, Brian Ickler and City Attorney Curtiss to discuss priorities for improvements that could be done for $10,000.00-$12,000.00.

Discussion was had on the Plainview Housing Grant Claims.  Council requested that itemized lists of improvements being done be provided for the claims, if possible.  Motion was made by Grof, seconded by Wilson to approve the Housing Grant Claims for $500.00 and $16,170.00.
Mayor Baird appointed Nicole Darnell to the Plainview Pool Board and appointed Mandy Huigens to the Plainview Park Board.  Motion was made by Wilson, seconded by Grof to accept the Mayor’s appointments.  Motion carried, 3-0.

Discussion/Action on tree trimming and possible changes to ordinances was tabled to the May regular Council meeting.

A Retirement letter from City Clerk Lori Wragge and a Resignation letter from Deputy Clerk Nancy Ristow were reviewed, both with effective dates of July 1, 2014.  Council directed City Administrator to advertise for the City Clerk position.
Mayor Baird signed the Proclamations for Arbor Day, April 25, 2014 and National Library Week, April 13-19, 2014.
Discussion was had on holding a City-wide Cleanup.  Discussion was had on the City picking up items for those who were unable to or incapable of taking their items to the dump sites.  Council requested that City Administrator Holton set up a date to hold the Cleanup.

Discussion was had on researching options for electrical services for the City of Plainview.  Council Member Dummer will talk to a representative of North Central Public Power to find out more information.
It was moved by Grof, seconded by Dummer to adjourn the meeting. Motion carried, 3-0.
