REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL
TUESDAY, JULY 14TH, 2015

A meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Plainview, Nebraska, was held at the Council Chambers in said City on the 14th day of July 2015 at 7:00 o’clock P.M.  Present were: Mayor Seip; Council Members: Wilson, Dummer, and Naprstek.  Absent: Council Member Novicki.  

The Pledge of Allegiance was then recited.

Mayor Seip opened the meeting and announced to individuals in attendance that a full copy of the new Nebraska Open Meetings Act was posted on the east wall of the Council Chambers.

It was moved by Dummer, seconded by Naprstek to approve the minutes of the regular meeting, Tuesday, June 9th, 2015 and the special meeting, Wednesday, June 24, 2015.   Motion carried, 3-0.  

It was moved by Dummer, seconded by Wilson to allow all claims and payroll against the City.  Motion carried, 3-0.  
Manor board president Kim Wolken was present to give the Manor report.  It was moved by Wilson to approve City Sales tax funds to pay for the new handi-van in the amount of $36,850.00. Naprstek seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.  
It was moved by Dummer, seconded by Wilson to approve the mayors’ appointment of Norma White and Patti Novicki to open board positions at the manor.  Motion carried 3-0.
Police Chief Bruce Yosten presented the police report.  Items discussed include the camper that has been parked at Chilver’s Park for over two weeks, and the need to work on unlicensed vehicles.  Chief Yosten was directed by the council to remove the camper immediately.
Roger Synovec presented the Economic Development report.
At 7:30 P.M. Mayor Seip opened the Public Hearing for the lot split: Weber’s Addition, Block #1, Lot #3 from Dave Hood to Lavern Petersen.  At 7:40 P.M. Dummer moved to close public hearing.  Naprstek seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.  Dummer moved to approve the lot split for Lavern Petersen.  Naprstek seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.
Terry Mead from JEO Consulting was present to answer questions regarding the award of the street paving project.  Several residents were present to discuss concerns regarding the cost of assessing the paving. Dummer moved to approve the bid for Group A (District 1) – West Street from Lincoln to Bell in the amount of $221,460.73 to A&R Construction Co.  Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.

Dummer moved to approve the bid for Group C (District 3) – West Street south to Corporate in the amount of $73,778.56 to A&R Construction Co.  Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.

Wilson moved to approve the bid for Group D (District 4) – Pilcher Ave from 3rd to 4th Street in the amount of $58,016.12 to A&R Construction Co.  Naprstek seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Dummer moved to approve the bid for Group E (District 5) – 9th Street from Line to rail in the amount of $103,369.30 to A&R Construction Co.  Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0. 
Dummer moved to approve the bid for Group F (District 6) – Pierce County’s portion of north West Street in the amount of $285,215.20 to A&R Construction Co. Naprstek seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.

Dummer moved to reject the bid for Group B (District 2) – 4th Street from Euclid to Grant.  Naprstek seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.  Discussion was held on whether this could be put on at a later date.
At 8:42 P.M. Mayor Seip opened the Public Hearing for the application of CDBG grant for paving.  Administrator Holton explained the process to the council.  Dummer moved to close the public hearing.  Naprstek seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.  Dummer moved to approve the filing of the application of the CDBG paving grant.  Naprstek seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0. 

Discussion was held regarding the increase in the tipping fees for the transfer station. The rate increase was tabled until next month.

Council reviewed a Keno application from the Klown Doll Museum for $2000.00 It was decided to table this application until next month so a representative from the museum can explain the proposed application.

It was moved by Wilson, seconded by Dummer to approve $2000.00 from Keno funds for the Klown Band to assist with the maintenance costs of the van.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Dummer moved to accept a bid for $200.00 from Tim Kudera for the 1993 International Model 8200 Semi Tractor.  Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.

Dummer moved to accept a bid for $200.00 from Tim Kudera for the 1988 Ford F800 dump truck.  Naprstek seconded the motion.  Upon roll call, AYE:  Naprstek and Dummer.  Nay:  Wilson.  Motion carried 2-0.

Dummer moved to accept a bid for $100.00 from Tim Kudera for a 1984 Sewer machine.   Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0. 

Dummer moved to accept a bid for $202.00 from Roger Stelling for a generator on Trailer Mod 60DGFH.  Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.
Naprstek moved to accept a bid for $78.00 from Roger Stelling for a 1988 Chevy pickup box.  Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Dummer moved to accept a bid for $102.00 from Roger Stelling for a 687 John Deere Zero Turn Mower.  Naprstek seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.

The council asked Administrator Holton to advertise the remaining equipment that was not sold.

Two dates have been set for upcoming budget workshops:  August 4th and August 25th.  Both meetings will begin at 5:15 p.m.  

Dummer moved to approve the mayor to sign the library contract between RaDec and the City of Plainview.  Naprstek seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.
Dummer moved to approve the 2015-16 Handi-van contract with the State of Nebraska.  Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Wilson moved to approve the CDBG Housing Claim for $1000.00.  Naprstek seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.

Discussion/action on electrical upgrades was tabled until next month. 

Resident Julie Wells was present to discuss her concerns with a commercial tree farm in a residential area.  Attorney Bruce Curtiss is looking into the issue and will give an update next month.
Items discussed under council comments include nuisance properties, golf carts and the need to fix a hole on the sidewalk outside of Fat’s Lounge.

Under City Attorney comments, Attorney Curtiss gave an update on nuisance properties and clearing the titles so the City can sale the properties.
It was moved by Dummer, seconded by Naprstek to adjourn the meeting. Motion carried, 3-0.
